PHYSICAL INDICATIONS
OF SUBSTANCE MISUSE

NB   Please remember there may be another explanation for the possession of these items.

· Cigarette lighters, papers and candles (non smoker)
· Knives, spoons and foil discoloured by heat
· Drink cans with straws/pipes inserted in the side
· Homemade or commercial water pipes/Bhongs
· Packets of cigarette papers with pieces torn off
· Razor blades, scapel blades or craft knives
· Cigarette filters and/or cotton wool
· Lemon juice, vinegar or ascorbic acid
· Tourniquets, syringes, needles, swabs
· Empty ampoules
· Large cigarette papers, small cardboard tubes
· Folded small squares of paper
· Powders, sets of scales
· Damage to spigot valves on aerosols, volatile products going missing at home, rags and bags smelling of solvents or glue.
